What Is biosecurity?

A Protecting the health of livestock by preventing
the transmission of disease

A Meaning any disease that can jeopardize the
health of your livestock represents a threat to the
economic viablility of the farm and welfare of the
herd/flock



How can this happen?

A Anything that is dirty is considered contaminated

A Clothing, shoes, needles, equipment, insects,
wildlife, feed and water, unwashed hands

A Infectious diseases are transmitted by numerous
agents (from bot eggs
placentas, feces, to viruses in the air) !

Minimize Risk
A Isolate all new animals for 21-30 days

A Vaccinate your farm animals against
common diseases in the area

A Vaccinate new animals to match program on your farm
A Do not reuse dirty contaminated needles

A Clean all equipment between uses



A Purchase new animals from known clean health status
herds/ flocks

A Purchase livestock feed from reputable sources
A Insist on clean clothing, footwear, and equipment
A ldentify all animals

A Keep accurate records

A Ask for help from your veterinarian or extension agent

I Apply just behind and I~ Inject only into clean, dry
below the ear but in front areas

I NEVER inject in the leg or In the flank or behind the

loin elbow
